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MANAGEMENT OF COMPETITIONS

SW 1.1 Ths Management Committee appointed by the governing body shall have juris-
diction over all matters not assigned by the rules to the referse, judges or other officials
and shall have power fo postpone events and give directions consistant with rules adop-
ted for conducting any event.

SW 1.2 Atthe Olympic Games and World Championships the FINA Bursau shall appoirit
the following minimum number of officials for the control of the compaetitions:

s referee (2)

a control-room supervisor(1)

e judges of stroke (4)

= starters (2}

= chief inspectors of furns (2, 1 at each end of the pool)
¢ inspectars of turns (1 &t each end of each lang}

s chief recorder (1)

= clerks of course (2)

= announcer (1)

SW1.21 For all other international competitions, the governing body shall
appoint the same or fawer number of officials, subject to the approval of the
respective regional or international authority where appropriate.

§W12.2 Where Automatic Officiating Equipment is not available, such equip-
ment must be replaced by chief timekeeper, three (3} timekeepars per lane and
two {2) additional timekeepers.

——= $W1.23 A chief finish judge and finish judges may be used when Autormatic
Egquipment and/or three (3) digital watches per lgne are not used.

SW 1.3 The swimming pool and the technical equipmertt for Olympic Games and World
Championships shall be Inspected and spproved in due course prior to the Swimming
competitions by the FINA Delegate together with a member of the Technical Swimming
Committee.

SW 1.4 Where underwater video equipment s used by television, the equipment must
be cperated by remote confrol and shall not obstruct the vision or path of swimmers
and must not change the configuration of the pool or obscure the required FINA mar-
kings.

OFFICIALS

SW 2.1 Referee

SW2.1.1 The referee shall have fult control and authority over all officials,
approve their assignments, and instruct them regarding all special features or
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reguiations related to the competitions. He shail enforce all rules and decisions
of FiINA and shail decide all questions refating to the actual conduct of the mest,
and event or the competition, the final settlement of which Is not otherwise
covered by the rules.

SW2.1.2 The referee may Intervene in the competition at any stage to ensure
thatt the FINA regulations are cbserved, and shall adjudicate all protests related
to the competition in progress.

SW2.1.3 When using finish judges without three (3} digital watches, the raferee
shall determine placing where necessary. Automatic Officlating Equipment, if
available and operating shall be consulted as stated in SW 13.

SW2.1.4 The referoe shall ensure that all necessary officials are in their respec-
tive posts for the conduct of the competition. e may 2ppoint substitutes for any
who are absent, incapable of acting or found to be nefficient. He may appoint
additional officials if considered necessary.

SW21.5 At the commencement of each event, the referes shall signal to the
swimmers by a short series of whistles Inviting thern to remove all clothing
except for swirmweay, followed by a long whistle indicating that they should
teke their positions on the starting platform {or for backstroke swimming and
medley relays to immediately enter the water). A second long whistle shall bring
the backstroke and medley relay swimmer immediately 1o the starting position.
When the swimmers and officials are prepared for the start, the referee shal
gesture to the starter with a stretched out arm, indicating that the swimmers
are under the starter's control. The stretched out arm shall stay in that position
until the start is given.

SW2.1.6 The referee shal disqualify any swimmer for any viclation of the rules
that he personally observes, The referee may also disqualify any swimmer for
any violation reported to him by other authorised officials. All disqualifications ara
subject to the decision of the referee.

Control-room Supervisor

SW2.2.1 The supervisor shall supervise the automatic timing operation inclu-
ding the review of backup timing cameras.

SW2.2.2 The supenisor fs responsible for checking the results from computer
printouts.

SW22.3 The supsrvisor is responsible for checking the relay exchange printout
and reporting any early takeoffs to the referee.

5W2.2.4 The supervisor may review the video used for backup timing to
confirm early takeoff.

SW 225 The supenvisor shall contrel withdrawals after the heats or finals, enter
results on official forms, list 2l new records established, and maintain scores
where appropriate,

SW 2.6

Starter

SW 2.3.1 The starter shall have full control of the swimmers from the time the
referee turns the swimmers over to him (SW 2.1.5) until the race has com-
menced, The start shall be given in accordance with SW 4.

SW 2.3.2 The starter shall report a swimmer to the referee for delaying the start,
for wilfully disobeying an order or for any other misconduct taking place at the
start, but only the referee may disqualify a swimmer for such delay, wilful disobe-~
dience or misconduct.

SW2.3.3 The starter shall have power to decide whether the start Is falr, subject
only to the decisicn of the Referes.

SW23.4 When starting an svent, the starter shall stand on the side of the
pool within approximately five metras of the starting edge of the pool where
the timekeepers can see and or hear the starting signal and the swimmers can
hear the signal.

Clerk of Course
SW2.4.1 The clerk of course shall assemble swimmers prior 1o each event.

SW24.2 The olerk of course shall report to the referee any viclation noted in
regard to advertising (GR 8} and f & swimmer is not present when called.

Chief Inspector of Turns

SW2.5.1 The chief inspector of turns shall ensure that inspectors of turms fulfil
their duties during the competition.

SW2.5.2 The chief nspector of turns shal recelve the reports from the Inspec-
tors of tumns if any infringement ocours and shall present them to the referse
immediately.

Inspectors of Turns

SW2.6.1 One Inspector of turns shall be assigned to sach lane at each end of
the pool.

SW2.6.2 Each inspector of tums shall ensure that swimmers comply with
the refevant rules for turning, commencing from the beginning of the last arm
stroke before touching and endling with the cornpletion of the first arm stroke
after turning. The Inspector of Turns at the starting end of the pool, shal ensure
that the swimmers comply with the relevant rules from the start and ending
with completion of the first arm stroke. The Inspectors of turns at the finish end
shall also ensure that the swimrmers finish their race according to the current
rules.

SW 2.6.3 In individual events of 800 and 1500 metres, each inspector of tuns
at the tuming end of the pool shall record the number of laps completed by the
swimmer in his lane and keep the swimmer informed of the remaining number
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of laps to be completed by displaying «lap cards». Semi-electronic equipment
may be used, including under water display.

SW 284 Each inspecter at the starting end shall give a warning signal when
the swimmer in his lane has two lengths plus five (5) metras to swim to finish in
individua! events of 800 and 1500 metres. The signal may be repeated after the
tum until the swirmmer has reached the five (5) metres mark on the lane rope.
The waming signal may be by whistle or bell.

SW 2,65 Each inspector at the starting end shall determing, in relay events,
whether the starting swimmer is in contact with the starting platform when the
praceding swimmer touches the starting wall. When Automatic Equipment
which judges relay take-offs is available, it shall be used in accordance with
SW13.1.

SW 266 Inspectors of turns shall report any violation on signed cards detailing
the event, lane number, and the infringement delivered to the chief Inspector of
turns who shall immediately convey the report to the referee.

SW2.7 Judges of Siroke
SW27.1 Judges of stroke shall be located on each side of the pool.

SW27.2 Each judge of stroke shall ensurs that the rules related to the style of
swimming designated for the event are being observed, and shall observe the
turns and the finishes to assist the inspectors of tums.

SW2.7.3 Judges of stroke shall report any violation to the referee on signed
cards detziling the event, lane number, and the infringerment.

SW 2.8 Chief Timekeeper

SW2.8.1 The chief timekeeper shall assign the seating pcsitions for all

————=> timekeepers and the lanes for which they ars responsible. It is advisable that
there shall be three (3} timekeepers for each lane. if Automalic THiciating
Eguipment is not used there shall be two (2) additional timekeepers desi-
gnated, either of whom shall be directed to replace a timekeeper whose
watch did not start or stopped during an event, or whe for any other reason
I8 not able to record the time., When using digital watches, final time and place
is determined by time.

SW2.8.2 When only one (1) timekeeper per lane is available, an extra timekes-
[ EW per must be assigned in case of a malfunction of a stopwatch. In addition the
Chief Timekeeper must always record the time of the winner of each heat.

SW 2.8.3 The chief imekeeper shall collect from the timekeepers in each fane
a card showing the times recorded and, if necessary, inspect their watches.

SW2.8.4 The chief timekeeper shall record or examine the official time on the
card for each lane.
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Timekeepers

SW29.1 Each timekeeper shall take the time of the swimmers in the lane
assigned to him in accordance with SW 11.3. The watches shall be certified
correct to the satisfaction of the meet Management Committee.

SW2.9.2 Each timekeeper shall start his watch at the starting signal, and shalt
stop it when the swimmer in his lane has completed the race. Timekeepers may
be instructed by the chief timekeeper to record times at intermediate distances
in races longer than 100 metres.

SW2.9.3 Promptly after the race, the timekeepers in each lane shal record the
times of their watches on the card, give them to the chief timekeeper and if
requested present their watches for inspection. Thelr watches must be clsared
at the short whistle of the Referee announcing the following race.

SW29.4 Unless a video backup systam is Lsed, it may be necessary to use
the full complement of timekespers even when Automatic Officlating Equipment
is used.

Chief Finish Judge ~ if required

SW2.10.1 The chief finish jJudge shall assign each finish judge his position and
the placing to be determined.

SW2.10.2 After the race, the chief finish judge shall collect signed result sheets
from each finish judge and establish the result and piacing which will be sent
directly to the refarse.

SW2.10.3 Where Automatic Officiating Equipment is used to judge the finish
of a race, the chief finish judge must repert the order of finish recorded by the
Equipment after each race.

Finish Judges = if required

SW 2111 Finish judges shalt be positioned in elevated stands in line with the
finish where they have at all tmes a clear view of the colrse and the finish line,
unless they cperate an Automatic Officiating device in thelr respective assigned
lanes by depressing the «push-button= at the completion of the race.

SW2.11.2 After each avent the finish judges shall decide and report the placing
of the swimmers according to the assignments given to them. Finish judges
other than push-button operators shall not act as timekeepers in the same
event.

Desk Control (other than for Olympic Games and World Championships)

SW 2121 The chief recaorder is responsible for checking results from computer
printouts or from results of times and placing in each event received from the
referee. The chief recorder shall witness the referee’s signing the results.
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SW2.12.2 The recorcers shall control withdrawals after the heats or finals, enter
results on official forms, list all new records established, and maintain scores
where appropriate.

SW 213 Officials’ Decision Making

SW2.13.1 Officials shall make their declsion autonomeusly and independently of
each other unless otherwise provided in the Swimming Rules.

SW3 SEEDING OF HEATS, SEMI-FINALS AND FINALS

The starting stations for all events in Clyrmpic Games, World Championships, Regional Garmes
and other FINA competitions shall be by sgeding as follows:

SW 3.1.1 The best competitive times ¢f all entrants for the announced qua-
lifying period prior to the entry deadline of the competition shall be submitted
cn entry forms or on-ling, ag requested, and listed in order of time by the
Management Committee. Swimmers who do not submit official recorded
times shall be considered the siowest and shall be placed at the end of the list
with a no time. Placement of swimmers with identica! times or of mere than
one swimmer without timas shall be determined by draw., Swimrers shall
be placed in lanes according to the procedures set forth In SW 3.1.2 below.
Swimmers shall be placed in trial heats according to submitted times in the
foliowing manner.

SW 3.1.1.1 If one heat, it shall be seeded as a final and swum only
during the final session.

SW3.1.1.2 [f two heats, the fastest swimmer shall be seeded in the
second heat, next fastest in the first heat, next fastest in the second
heat, next in the first heat, atc.

SW 3.1.1.4 If four or more heats, except 400m, 800m and 1500m
gvents, the last three heats of the event shall be seeded in accor
dance with SW 3.1.1.8 above. The heat preceding the last three
heats shall consist of the next fastest swimmers; the heat preceding
the last four heats shall consist of the next fastest swimmers, ste.
L.anas shal be assigned in descend-ing order of submitted times
within each heat, 'n accordance with the pattern outlined in SW 3.1.2
below.

SW3.1.1.5 For 400m, 800m and 1500m events, the last two heats
of the event shall be seeded in accordance with SW 3.1.1.2.
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SW 3.1.1.6 Exception: When thers are two or more heats in an event,
there shall be a minimum of three swirmmers sesded Into any one
prefiminary heat, but subsequent scratches may reduce the number
of swimmers in such heat tc less than three.

SW3.1.1.7 Where a 10 lane pool is avalleble and equal times are
established for the 8th place in the heats of 800m and 1500m
Freestyle events, lane 9 will be used with a draw for lane & and Jane
9. In case of three (3) equa times for 8th place, lane 9 and O will be
used with a draw for lane 8, 9 and 0.

SW3.1.1.8 Where a 10 lane pool is not avallable SW 3.2.3 will apply.

SW3.1.2 Txeept for 50 metre events in 50 metre pools, assignment of lanes
shall be (number 1 lane being on the right side of the pool (0 when using
poocls with 10 lanes) when facing the course from the starting end) by placing
the fastest swimmer or team in the centre lane in pool with an cdd number of
lanes, or in lane 3 or 4 respectively in pools having 6 or 8 lanes. In pools using
10 lanes, the fastest swimmer shall be placed in lane 4. The swimmer having
the next fastest time is to be placed eon his left, then alternating the cthers to
right and left in accordance with the submitted times. Swirmmers with identi-
cal times shall be assigned their lane positicns by draw within the aforesaid
pattern.

SW 3.1.3 Whan 50 metre events are contested in 50 metre pools, the races
may be swum, at the discretion of the Managernent Committee, either from
the regular starting end to the turning end or from the tumning end to the
starting end, depending upcn such factors as existence of adequate Auto~
matic Equipment, starter's position, etc. The Management Committee should
advise swimmers of their determination well before the start of the competition.
Regardless of which way the race is swumn, the swimmers shall be seeded in
the same lares in which they would be seeded if they were both starting and
finishing &t the starting end.

Semi-Finals and Finals
SW3.2.1 Inthe semi-finals heats shall be assigned as in SW 3.1.1.2.

SW3.2.2 Where no prelminary heats are necessary, lanes shall be assigned in
accordance with SW 3,1.2 above, Where preliminary heats or semi-finals have
been held, lanes shall be assigned as in SW 3.1.2 based, however, on times
established in such heats.

SW3.23 In the event that swimmers from the same or differant heats have
equal times registered to 1/100 second for efther the eighth/tenth place or
sixteenth/twentieth place depending on the use of 8 or 10 lanes, there shall be
a swim-off to determine which swimmer shall acvance to the appropriate finals.
Such swim-off shall take place after all involved swimmers have completed their

P . heats at a time agreed between the event management and the parties involved.

Ancther swim-cff shall take place If equal times are registered again. If required,
a swim off will take place to determine 1st and 2nd reserve if equal times are
recorded.
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SW3.2.4 Where one or more swimmers scraich from a semi-final or final
reserves will be callsd in order of classifications in heats or semi-finals. The
avent or events must be re-seeded and supplementary sheets miust be issued
detalling the changes or substitutions, as prescribed in SW 3.1.2.

SW 325 For heats, sem-finals and finals, swimmers must report to the First
Call Room no later than 20 minutes prior to the start of their event. After inspec-
tion, swimrmers proceed 1o the final cali-room.

SW 3.3 In other competitions, the draw gystern may be used for assigning lane positions.
THE START

SW 4.1 The start in Ereestyle, Breaststroke, Butterfly and Individual Medley races shall
be with a dive. On the long whistle (SW 2.1.5) from the referee the swimmers shall
step onto the starting platform and remain there. On the starter’s command «take your
marks», they shall immediately take up a starting position with at least one foot at the
#ont of the starting platforms. The poesition of the hands is not relevant. When all swim-
mers are stationary, the starter shall give the starting signal.

SW 4.2 The start in Backstroke and Medley Relay races shall be from the water. At the
refere’s first long whistie (SW 2.1.8), the swimmers shall immediately enter the water.
Al the Referee's second long whistle the swimmers shall return without undue delay to
the starting positicn (SW 6.1). When all swimmers have assumed thelr starting positions,
the starter shall give the command «take your marks». When all swimmers are stationary,
the starter shall give the starting signal.

SW 4.3 In Olympic Games, World Champlonships and other FINA events the command
«Take your marks» shall be in English and the start shall ke by muitiple loudspeakers,
mounted one af each starting platform.

SW44 Any swimmer starting before the starting signal has been glven, shall be dis-
qualified. If the starting signel sounds before the disqualiication is declared, the race
shall continue and the swimmer or swimmers shall be disqualified upon completion of
the race. If the disqualification is declared before the starting signal, the signal shall not
ke givan, but the remaining swimmers shall be called back and start again. The Refe-
ree repeats the starting procedure beginning with the long whistle {the second one for
backstroks} as per SW 2.1.5.

FREESTYLE

SW 5.1 Freestyle means that in an event so designated the swimmer may swim any
style, except that in individual mediey or medley relay events, freestyle means any style
other than backstroke, breaststroke or butterfly.

SW 5.2 Some part of the swimmer must touch the wall upor: completion of each length
and at the finish.

SW53 Some part of the swimmer must break the surface of the water throughout the
race, excapt it shall be permissible for the swimimer to be completely submerged curing
the turn and for a distance of not mere than 15 metres after the start and each turn. By
that point, the head must have broken the surface,
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BACKSTROKE

SWE.T Prior to the starting signal, the swimmers shall line up in the water facing the
starting end, with both hands holding the starting grips. Standing in or on the gutter or
bending the toss over the lip of the gutter is prohibited.

SWB.2 At the signal for starting and after turning the swimmer shall push off and swim
upon his back throughout the race except when executing a turn as set forth in SW 6.4,
The normal position on the back can include a roll movement of the body up to, but not
including 80 degrees from horizontal. The position of the head is not relevant.

SW8.3 Some part of the swimmer must break the surface of the water throughout the
race. It is permissible for the swimmer to be completely sub-rmerged during the turn, and
for a distance of not mere than 15 metres after the start and each turn. By that point the
head must have broken the surface.

SW 6.5 Upon the finish of the race the swimmer must touch the wall while on the back
in his/her respective lane,

BREASTSTROKE

SW 7.1 After the start and after each turn, the swimmer may take one arm stroke com-
pletely back to the legs during which the swimmer may be submerged. A single butterfiy
Kick is permitted during the first arm stroke foliowed by a breaststroke kick.

SW 7.2 From the beginning of the first arm stroke after the start and after each tumn, the
body shall be on the braast. It is not permitted to roll onto the back at any time except
at the turn after the touch of the wall where it is permissible to turn in any manner as
long as the body is on the breast whan leaving the wall, From the start and throughout
the race the stroke cycle must be one arm stroke and one leg kick in that order. All
movements of the arms shall be simuttanecus and on the same horizontal plane without
alternating movement.

SW 7.3 The hands shall be pushed forward together from the breast on, under, or over
the water. The elbows shall be under water except for the final stroke before the turn,
during the turn and for the final stroke at the finish. The hands shall be brought back on
or under the surface of the water. The hands shalf not be brought back beyond the hip
line, except during the first stroke after the start and each turn,

SW 7.4 During each complete cycle, some part of the swimmer's head must break the
surface of the water, The head must break the surface of the water before the hands
turn inward at the widest part of the second stroke. Al movements of the legs shall be
simultaneous and on the same horizontal plang without alternating movement.
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\WobliA%  SW7.8 The feet must be turned outwards during the propulsive part of the kick. Alter-
nating moverments or downward butterfly kicks ars not permitted except ag in SW7.1,
réaring the surface of the water with the feet Is allowed Lnless followed by a downward

butterfly kick.

SW7.6 At each turn and at the finish of the race, the touch shall be made with both
— hands separated and simultanecusly at, above, or below the water level. At the last
glroke before the turn and atf the finish an arm stroke not followed by a leg kick is per
mitted. The head may be submerged after the last arm pull prior to the touch, provided

It breaks the surface of the water at some point during the last complete or incomplate
cycle preceding the touch.

SW8 BUTTERFLY

SW 8.1 From the beginning of the first arm stroke after the start and each turn, the body

shall be kept on the breast. Under water kicking on the side is allowed. It is not permitied

SWa.5 Atthe startand at tums, a swimmer is permitied one or more leg Kicks and one
arm puil under the water, which must bring him to the surface. It shall be permissible for
a swimmer to be completely submerged for a distance of not more than 18 metres after
the start and after each turn, By that point, the head rmust have broken the surface. The
swimmer must remain on the surface until the next turn or finish,
SW9 MEDLEY SWIMMING

SW31 In individual medley events, the swimmer covers the four swimming strokes
in the following order: Butterfly, Backstroke, Breaststroke and Freestyle. Each of the
strokes must cover one quarter {1/4) of the distance.

SWa.2 In medey relay events, swimmers will cover the four swimming strokes in the
following order: Backstroke, Breasistroke, Butterly and Fresstyle.

SW8.3 Each section must be finished in accordance with the rule which appliss to the
stroke concerned.

SW 10 THE RACE
SW10.1 All individual races must be held as separate gender evenis,
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SW10.2 A swimmer swimming over the course alone shall cover the whole distance to
qualify.

SW 10.3 The swimmer must remain and finish the race in the same lane in which he/she
started.

SW 104 In all events, a swimmer when turming shall make physical contact with the end
of the peol or course. The turn must be mads from the wall, and 1t s not permitted to
take a stride or step from the bottomn of the pool.

SW 105 Standing on the bottom during freestyle events or during the freestyle portion of
mediey events shall not disqualify a swimmer, but he shall not walk.

SW10.6 Pulling on the lare rope is not allowed.

SW10.7 Obstructing another swimmer by swimming across another lane or otherwise
interfering shall disqualify the offender. Should the fout be intentionai, the referee shall
report the matter to the Member promoting the race, and to the Member of the swimmer
50 offending.

SW10.8 No swimmer shall bs permitted to use or wear any device or swimsuit that may
aid his/her spesd, bucyancy or endurance during a competition (such as webbed glo-

-—~>ves, flippers, fins, power bands, or adhesive substances, gic.). Goggles may be worn.

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Any kind of tape omthe oty 1s not permied Griess approved by FINA Sport Medicine
Cormmittee,

SW10.9 Any swimmer not entered in a race, who enters the water in which an event is

being conducted before all swimmers therein have completed the race, shall be disqua-
lified from his next scheduled race in the meet.

SW10.10 There shall be four swimmers on each relay team. Mixed relays may be swum.
Mixed Relays must consist of two (2) Men and twg (2) WoTTem,_Spit fimes achieved ...
ThEse events cannot be used Tor TECOTIS BNCHOF entry BUrposes.

SW10.11 In relay events, the team of & swimmer whose fest lose touch with the starting
platform before the preceding team-rmate touches the wall shall be disqualified.

S 10,12 Any refay team shall be disqualified from a race if a team member, other than
the swimmer designated to swim that length, enters the water when the race is being
condusted, before all swimmers of all teams have finished the race.

SW10.13 The members of a relay team and their order of competing must be nominated
before the race. Any relay team member may compete in a race only once, The compe-
sition of a relay team may be changed between the heats and finals of an event, provided
that it 's made up from the list of swimmers properly entered by a Member for that event.
Failure to swirn in the order listed will result In disqualification, Substitutions may be made
only in the case of a documented meadical emergency.

SW10.14 Any swimmer having finished his race, or his distance in a rolay event, must leave
the pool as soon as possitle without cbstructing any other swimmer who has not yet
{inished his race. Otherwise the swimmer committing the fault, or his relay team, shall
be disqualified.
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SW10.15 Should a foul endanger the chance of success of a swimmer, the referee shal
have the power 10 allow him to compste in the next heat or, shouid the fou! coour in a
final evenit or in the last heat, he/she may order It to be re-swurmn.

SWD.t6 No pace-making shall be permitied, nor may any device be used or plan adop-
ted which has that effect.

TIMING

SW11.1 The operation of Autoratic Officiating Equiprnent shall be under the supar-
vision of appointed officials. Times recorded by Automatic Equipment shall be used
to determing the winner, all placing and the time applicable to each lans. The pla-
cling and times so determined shall have precedence over the decisions of fmekea-
pers, In the event that a break-down of the Automatic Equipment cocurs or that it is
clearly inclicated that there has been a fallure of the Equipment, or that a swimmer has
faited io actvate the Equipment, the recordings of the timekeepers shall be official
{See SW13.3).

SW11.2 When Automatic Equipment is used, the results shall be recorded only to
1/100 of a second. When timing to 1/1000 of a second is available, the third digit shall
not be recorded or used to determine time or placernent. In the avent of equal times, all
swimmers who have recorded the same time at 1/100 of a second shall be accorded
the same placing. Times displayed on the electronic scoreboard should show only to
1/100 of a second.

SW11.3 Any timing device that is terminated by an official shall be considered a watch.
Such manuz! times must be taken by three timekespers appeinted or approved by
the Member in the country concemed. All watches shall be certified as accurate to
the safisfaction of the governing body concerned. Manual timing shall be registered to
14100 of 2 second. Where no Automatic Equipment is used, official manual times shall
be determined as follows:

SW11.31 If two (2) of the thres (3) watches record the same time and the third
disagress, the two identical times shall be the officlal time.

SW11.3.2 If all three (3) watches cisagree, the watch recerding the intermediate
time shall be the official time.

SW11.33 With only two (2) out of three (3) watches working the average time
shall be the official time,

SW 11.4 Should a swimmer be disqualifisd during or following an event, such disqualfi-
cation should be recorded in the official results, but no time or place shall be recorded
or announced.

SW11.5 In the case of a relay disqualification, legal spiits up to the time of the disqualifi-
cation shall be recorded in the official results.

SW11.6 All 50 metre and 100 metre splits shall be recorded for lead-off swirmimers during
relays and published in the official results.

SW123 Members of relay teams must be of the same niaticnality.

SW124 All records must be made in scratch competition or an individual race against
time, held in public and announced publicly by advertisement at least three days befors
the attempt is to be made. In the event of an individua! race against time being sanc-
tioned by a Member, &s a time trial during a competition, then an advertissment at least
three (3} days before the attempt is to be made shall not be Necessary.

SW125 The length of each lane of the course rmust be certified by & surveyor or other
qualified official appointed or approved by the Member in the country in which 1t is
situated.

SW12.6 \Where a moveable bulkhead is Used, course measurement of the lane must be
confirmed at the conclusicn of the session during which the time was achieved.

SW12.7 World Records will be accepted only when times are reported by Automatic
Qfficiating Eouipment, cr Sermi-Automatic Officiating Equipment in the case of Automatic
Officiating Equipment systerm malfunction.

SW12.8 World Records can be established only by swimmers wearing FINA approved
swimsuits

SW12.9 Times which are equal to 1/100 of a second will be recognised as equal records
and swimmers achieving these equal times will be called «Joint Holders». Only the time
of the winner of & race may be submitted for a World Record. In the event of a tie in a
record-setting race, each swimmer who tied shall be considered a winner.
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SW12.10 World Records can be established only In fresh water, No World Records will be
recognised in any kind of sea or ocean water.

SW1ZT1 The first swimmer In a relay, é’%‘?ﬁ”ﬂ”—im&y&'m&y apply for a World
Record. Should the first swimmer in a gam complete his distance in record time in

accordance with the provisions of this subsection, his performance shall not be nulified
by any subsequent disqualification of his relay team for violations acourring gfter his
distance has been completed.

SW12.12 A swimmer in an individual event may apply for 2 World Record at an intsrme-
diate distance f he or his coach or manager spesifically recuests the referee that his
performance be especially timed of if the time at the Intermediate distance is recorded by
Autornatic Cfficiating Equipment, Such swimmer must complete the scheduled distance
of the event to apply for a record at the intermediate distance.

SW12.13 Applications for World Records must be made on the FINA official forms (see
next page) by the responsible authority of the organising or management committee
of the competition and signed by an authcrised represantative of the Member in the
country of the swimmer, certifying that all regulations have been observed including a
negative doping test certification {DG 5.3.2). The application form shall be forwarded
to the Honorary Secretary of FINA within fourteen (14) days atter the performance.

SW1214 A claim of a World Record performance shall be provisionally reported by tele-
gram, telex or facsimile to the Honorary Secretary of FINA within seven {7} days of the
performance.

SW12.15 The Member in the country of the swimmer should report this performance
by letter to the Honorary Secratary of FINA for information and action, i necessary,
to assure that the official application has been properly submitted by the appropriate
authority,

SW12,16 On receipt of the official application, and upon satisfaction that the nformation
contained in the application, Including a negative doping control tast certificate, is acou-
rate, the Honorary Secratary of FINA shall declare the new World Record, see that such
inforrmation is published, and see that certificates are provided to those persons whose
applications have been accepted.

SW1217 All records made during the Olympic Games, World Charnpionships and Warld
Cups shall be automatically approved.

§W12.18 If the procedurs of SW 12.13 has not been followed, the Merrber in the country
of a swimmer can apply for & World Record in default therect. After dus investigation,
the Honorary Secretary of FINA is authorised to accept such record if the claim is found
to be correct.

SW 1219 If the application for a World Record is accepted by FINA, a diploma, signed by
the President and the Honorary Secretary of FINA shall be forwarded by the Honorary
Secretary to the Member in the country of the swimmer for presentation to the swimmer
in recognition of the performance, A fitth World Record diploma will be issued to all
Mermbers whose relay teams establish a World Record. This dipioma is 1o be retained
by the Member,

SW13.1 When Autormatic Officiating Equipment (See FR 4) is used In any competition,
the placing and times so determined and relay take-offs judged by such Equipment shall
have precedence over the timekeepers.

SW13.2 When the Automatic Equipment falls to record the place and/or time of one or
more swimmers in a given race:

SW13.23 Record all available Automatic Equipment times and places,

SW1i3.22 Record all human times and places.

SW13.2.3 The official place will be determined as follows:
SW13.23.1 A swimnmer with an Autoratic Equipment time and place
must retain his relative order when compared with the other swim-
mers having an Autornatic Equipment time and place within that
race.
SW 13222 A swimmer not having an Automatic Equipment place but
having an Automatic Equiprnent time will establish his relative order by
comparing his Automatic Equipment time with the Automatic Equip-
ment times of the other swimmers.
SW13.2.3.3 A swimmer having ngither an Automatic Eouipment place
nor an Automatic Equipment time shall establish his relative order
by the time recorded by the Semi-Automatic Equipment or by three
digital watches.

SW13.3 The official time will be determined as follows:

SW13.3.1 The official tirne for all swimmers having an Automatic Equipment time
will be that time.

SW13.3.2 The official time for all swirmmers net having an Autcrmatic Equipment
time will be the three digital watches or the Semi-Automatic Equipment time.

SW134 To determine the relative order of finish for the combined heats of an event,
proceed as follows:
